Some of you remember what happened to a Lamogai boy

Munsen, about 1987. He was around 11-13 years old.
Munsen went out to check a pig snare one mornidg an
discovered a wild boar trapped in the snare. Buflansen
was standing there or walking forward, the boag&dhand
broke the rope that snared it. It lunged at Muresah
deeply gored him in between both his upper thighthen
Munsen was carried to us he had two vine tourngjlete
on each leg: the Lamogais knew enough about finefi
the body being in the blood that they would restriood
flow from serious wounds with tourniquets in ordetry to
ebb the blood flow. | released the first tourniguéeaned
the wound, laid a drain and sutured his upper tigigh.
When | released thé®tourniquet on his upper left thigh,
blood shot out in spurts. We had a major artérigéd! |
controlled the bleeding with pressure dressingshizuleg
grew cold and Munsen experienced cramps. | taéu
our NTM medical nurse on the radio. She advisetbus
evacuate Munsen to town asap and that he MUST have
medical care within 24 hours else he’'d risk lodigleg.
By God'’s grace, our NTM Aviation pilot, Doug McCosib
had over-nighted with us in our village the nigbfdre and
had not yet taken off for town. We quickly gaveugo
instructions and then he took off with Munsen anghsen’s
father, Kokolo. Doug flew Munsen to the airstrig-oskins
and then transported him to the PNG governmentitzb$p
Kimbe. Doug pleaded and pleaded with doctors and
medical staff to care for Munsen’s leg, but theg fooug
that things could wait until the next day: it waisnday and
| guess they wanted to take it easy. Doug camenupe
SSB radio later that day and with deep apologikdee to
us that the medical doctors wouldn't care for Murse
wound that day. We thanked Doug and told him ismia
his fault: he'd done all he could.

When the doctors removed the pressure dressingseitie
morning they were horrified! Munsen did in fact/ha
serious wound. They operated on him and discovéreatd
the boar’s tusk had completely severed his fenamtaly

and that it had retracted down into his leg. Munseffered
muscular infarction and had to have considerable sk
grafting done. When our pilot flew Munsen bacloto
village 2 months later Munsen'’s leg was permandbpttited
at the knee and the ankle. His foot and part ®fdg was
withered.

In spite of all this, God has received great glhinpugh
Munsen: Munsen was a young believer in those dblgs.
continued to be taught and discipled. He becafaétgul
Bible teacher. He hopped on his one good leggusipole
as a crutch. He hopped to the village of Vuvlavateach
the Good News and make disciples. It's a 2 ¥ hde for
me from our and Munsen’s home village of Maravo to
Vuvlavate. But Munsen would plant his pole and ,hsipp
after hop after step after hop --- through denspital
rainforest with exposed roots on the trail thathage to
keep watch for so we don't trip. Trails that aod ftat but
which sometime slope from side to side. He hoppednd
down inclines into creeks and up the other sidp.aldteep
ridge! Hour after hour! But by God’s amazing grac
Munsen did it. For God’s glory.

Later Munsen hopped all the way to the village sicE-- a
mixed Lamogai, Aria and Kombe tribe village on tigeth
coast of New Britain. This hike would probably ¢ake 1
% days. Munsen continued to walk with God. Irorsa’t
it. He married a young Lamogai who also was aeeli.
Munsen walked faithfully with God, met the qualétons
of a church elder and along with other faithful nveas
ordained an elder of the church at Maravo. Laséti was
in Maravo | stayed with Munsen and his family. yheok
care of me and fed me as they continued to shepherd
church. I've attached some pictures of Munsenaogan
see his leg. God is still the God Who brings bgéuam
ashes. Who turns tragedy to triumph. Please foray
Munsen and his family and the church at Maravo.
