Through the Lord's provision, on an otherwise
cloudy foggy day, we had a clear night and we
were able to see the Andromeda galaxy, Jupiter,
the craters of the Moon up close, a random
Nebula and even Pleiades, mentioned in Job

of it as a reference. One of the astronomers had
a laser pointer that pointed out stars to us!
Another had recently had his amateur
photograph placed on NASA’s website as photo of
the month!
