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MAKE TIME FOR GOD
Exodus 31:12-17
MAJOR POINT: God’s people need to set aside regular times to worship their God.

1a The Sabbath was Israel’s day to worship god


1b They could work six days but were to rest and worship on the Sabbath, v15a; see Nehemiah 13:15-22.


2b Work and worship were to parallel God’s creative activity, v17.


3b The Sabbath is a sign of the covenant between God and Israel, vv13, 17a.

For Our Consideration: One reason believers today do not need to keep the Sabbath (worship on Saturday) is that the Sabbath was a sign of the covenant between God and Israel, and the church is not Israel.

2a God takes israel’s sabbath worship seriously 


1b Israel must observe the Sabbath, vv13, 14, 16



1c To remember that Yahweh is their God, v13.



2c Because it was a holy day, v14a.



3c Perpetually, v16, cf v17a.


2b Violation of the Sabbath came at great cost, vv14-15.

Connecting Point: Just as Israel was to make time for God so believers today need to make time for God.

1. Are we to keep the Sabbath, to focus our worship between sundown Friday and sundown Saturday?

2. If not the Sabbath then when are we to make time for God in our lives?  

POINT OF IMPACT: Our schedule must never become so busy as to exclude time for God.  This impacts us two ways: 

1. Every day is a day to worship God, Acts 2:46; 1 Corinthians 10:31; Colossians 3:17.


* Begin the day with some time with the Lord.


* Commit each day to His praise and glory.

2. Sunday is our day to worship God together.


* Early on the church began meeting on the first day of the week, 1 Corinthians 16:2.


* The church as a whole has followed that example throughout its history.

CONSIDER THIS: God deserves our daily and weekly worship because of what He did for us through Jesus.
