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JESUS’ RESURRECTION – EVIDENCE AND IMPLICATIONS 
1a EVIDENCE FOR THE RESURRECTION OF JESUS


1b History and archaeology support Jesus’ resurrection.



1c History and archaeology show us an empty tomb.



2c The only legitimate explanation for the empty tomb is that Jesus rose from the dead.


2b The New Testament affirms Jesus’ resurrection.



1c Jesus predicted His death and resurrection, Matthew 16:21; 17:22-23; Mark 8:31; 9:9,31; Luke 9:22; John 2:19-22.



2c The disciples did not understand or believe these predictions, Matthew 16:21-23; 17:22-23; Mark 8:31-32; 9:31-32.  



3c The Gospels record the fulfillment of Jesus’ predictions, Matthew 28; Mark 16; Luke 24; John 20.



4c Acts, the Epistles, Revelation proclaim, explain and depend on Jesus’ resurrection.


3b The Church affirms Jesus’ resurrection.



1c The early Church proclaimed Jesus’ resurrection, Acts 2:14ff; 3:11-4:12; 17:16ff.



2c The Church continues to proclaim Jesus’ resurrection.

THE POINT: The evidence is solid and conclusive – Jesus rose bodily from the dead – He is alive!!

2a IMPLICATIONS OF THE RESURRECTION OF JESUS


1b It validates Jesus’ person and ministry.



1c It validates His claim to be the Messiah, the Son of God, Romans 1:4.



2c It validates the meaning and purpose of His death, 1 Corinthians 15:3-4.


2b It assures believers of eternal life with Jesus.



1c When we die we immediately enter Jesus’ presence, see John 11:25-26; 2 Corinthians 5:1-8.



2c When Jesus returns all who have died believing in Him will be raised while those who are alive will be changed, 1 Thessalonians 4:13-18; 1 Corinthians 15:50-58.


3b It gives believers a life to live for Jesus here and now, see Philippians 3:10a. 

* DC Talk: “The greatest single cause of atheism in the world today is
Christians who acknowledge Jesus with their lips and walk out the door and deny Him with their lifestyle.  This is what an unbelieving world simply finds unbelievable.”



1c Resurrection power enables us to have victory over sin, Romans 6:1-11.



2c Resurrection power enables us to be fruitful for Jesus, John 15:5.



3c Resurrection power enables us to boldly witness for Jesus, Acts 1:8.

THE BIG IDEA: Because Jesus has died and has risen from the dead those who believe in Him have the assurance of eternity with Him as well as a life to live for Him now.

CONNECTING POINT: 

1. Jesus has risen – have you trusted in Him as Savior and Lord?


* Because of the resurrection we know He is the one and only hope of salvation, of the forgiveness of sins and eternal life.

2. If you are trusting in Jesus as your risen Savior and Lord, are you living the life He calls you to live in the power of His resurrection?



* He who died and lives for us expects us to live for Him.
