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A VISIBLE RELATIONSHIP WITH GOD
Exodus 34:27-35
1a GOD WANTS HIS PEOPLE TO KNOW HIM, VV27-28


1b Moses is to record God’s words, v27, see 33:13.

Connecting Point: We read and study God’s Word not so we can merely obey the rules but so we can get to know Him.


1c Moses is to record the ‘words’ of vv11-26.



2c These ‘words’ are the basis of God’s covenant with Israel – He commands, they obey – but see Jeremiah 31:31-34; Luke 22:20; Ezekiel 36:27.


2b Moses spends forty days with the Lord, v28a.



1c God divinely sustains Moses.



2c This could be another test for Israel – they pass this time.


3b The Ten Commandments are written on the new stone tablets, v28b.
2a GOD WANTS HIS PEOPLE TO SHOW HIM, vv29-35


1b Moses’ faces shines from being with the Lord, v29.

THE BIG IDEA: When we regularly connect with God people will see something of Him and His glory in us.
Connecting Point: 

1. We connect with God when:

* We have our daily time with Him.


* We gather with the church family for worship on Sundays (don’t forget the Connection Café).


* We gather in small groups and/or mid-week studies, e.g. Sisters, Coffee-break, Wed. Worship and Word.

2. When we are connecting with God people see Him in us and perhaps will be drawn to Him.

2b The people are afraid, even Aaron, v30.

Connecting Point: People often just do not know what to do with us when we are intimately connected with God.


3b Moses tells the people what God told him, vv31-33.



1c He calms them down and tells them all that God said to him, vv31-32.


2c He covers his face with a veil, v33, see 2 Corinthians 3:13.

Implications of Moses’ veil.

1. Moses’ reflection of God’s glory was temporary.

2. God’s covenant with Israel through Moses was temporary.


4b Moses continues to tell the people what God tells him, vv34-35.



1c From time to time Moses would go to the tent of meeting and talk with God (see 33:7); compare 2 Corinthians 3:12-18.



2c With unveiled face Moses would tell Israel what God had said.

Implication for Believers, 2 Corinthians 3:12-18.

 1. Through faith in Christ we have an unrestricted view of God, vv16, 18a.


* In Jesus we see the fullness of God, see John 14:9.

2. Under the new covenant all believers see and reflect the glory of God, v18.


* That takes place as we continue to connect with Him.

3. God’s glory is reflected not in our faces but in our character. 


* V18 – we are being transformed into the image of the Lord, becoming more and more like Jesus.

4. Rather than fading, God’s glory progressively increases in the believer.


* V18 – transformed…from glory to glory.

THE BIG IDEA: When we regularly connect with God people will see something of Him and His glory in us.

THE BIG QUESTION: When people see you do they see something of the glory of God?  Are people drawn to Jesus because they see more and more of Him in you?

THE BIG CONNECTION:
* As believers our goal in life should be to live in such a way that people do see Jesus in us and so are drawn to Him.

* If we maintain a growing connection with God that will happen.
