Exodus 36:8-39:43
THE BIG IDEA: While the tabernacle gave Israel limited access to God Jesus gives believers unlimited access to God.

1a THE TABERNACLE GAVE ISRAEL LIMITED ACCESS TO 

GOD 


1b The tabernacle and its furnishings are constructed, 36:8-38:31.



1c The tabernacle: curtains, stands, coverings, 36:8-38.



2c The ark of the covenant, 37:1-9.



3c The table of bread, 37:10-16.



4c The golden lampstand, 37:17-24.



5c The altar of incense, 37:25-29.



6c The altar of burnt offerings, 38:1-7.



7c The bronze laver, 38:8.



8c The court of the tabernacle, 38:9-20.


2b The cost of the tabernacle is recorded, 38:21-29.



1c Gold – approx. one ton.



2c Silver – approx. 3 ½ tons.



3c Bronze – approx. 2 ½ tons.



4c Other necessary materials.


3b The garments and accessories for the High Priest and priests are made, 39:1-31.


4b Everything was done precisely as God commanded, 39:32-43, see vv42-43.
2a JESUS GIVES BELIEVERS UNLIMITED ACCESS TO GOD

1b Jesus is the believer’s High Priest, Hebrews 9-10.



1c He entered the Holy of Holies in heaven, 9:11-12, 24.



2c He entered by the blood of a sacrifice – His own, 9:12.



3c Through His self-sacrifice He obtained eternal redemption for those who trust in Him, 9:12, 26b.

Connecting Point: Have you trusted in Jesus so this eternal redemption is yours?


4c He is now seated in God’s presence representing those who trust in Him, 9:12, 24; 10:12.


2b Jesus gives us unlimited access to God, Hebrews 10:19-22.



1c We enter God’s presence by the blood of Jesus, v19.

Connecting Point: Jesus sheds His blood in payment for our sins so that our sins are no longer a barrier between us and God.



2c We enter God’s presence through the veil, i.e. the flesh of Jesus, see Matthew 27:50-51a.

Connecting Point: Through Jesus God is available to His people at any time and any place.

What Should We Do?

1. This is too good of a provision to be neglected – let’s take full advantage of our unlimited access to God.


* When we are concerned with or troubled by anything, no matter how small or seemingly insignificant, we should take it to the Lord in prayer, see Philippians 4:6-7.


* When we are filled with joy we should share that joy with our great God who is the true source of all joy.

2. Through Jesus we have unlimited access to the King of the Universe – let’s use it.
