Exodus 40
THE BIG IDEA: God’s desire and intention is and has always been to dwell with His redeemed people. 

1a GOD DWELLS WITH HIS PEOPLE ISRAEL, Ex 40


1b God gives instructions concerning the tabernacle, vv1-15.



1c When to erect it, vv1-2a.



2c How to erect it, vv2b-8.



3c Consecrate the tabernacle and its furnishings, vv9-11.



4c Consecrate Aaron and his sons as priests, vv12-15.


2b Israel does exactly as God instructed, vv16-33.


3b God comes to dwell with His people, vv34-38.



1c The glory of God’s presence fills the tabernacle, v34.

A Truth to Consider: When God’s people are obedient to Him His presence among them is a visible reality.

Connecting Point: As we walk in obedience to the Lord people will see that He is present with and in us.



2c God’s glory is so overwhelming that Moses is unable to enter the tabernacle, v35.



3c Throughout Israel’s journeys God was with His people to lead them, take care of them, and encourage them with His presence, vv36-38.

2a GOD DWELLS WITH HIS PEOPLE TODAY


1b God comes to us in the person of Jesus, John 1:1-17.


1c The Word is God, v1.



2c The Word became flesh and ‘tabernacled’ among us, v14a; see  Isaiah 9:6; compare Isaiah 7:14 with Matthew 1:23.



3c Jesus is the Word become flesh, v17.



4c In Jesus the glory of God is on full display, v14b; see Colossians 1:19; 2:9.

Connecting Point: If you want to know God you must get to know Jesus, the One who fully reveals Him, see John 14:6-9; compare 2 Peter 3:18; John 17:3; Jeremiah 9:23-24.


2b God indwells believers in the person of the Holy Spirit, John 14:16-17.



1c The Holy Spirit is a person.



2c The Holy Spirit is God, see Acts 5:1-4.



3c The Father will give the Spirit to those who trust in Jesus; compare Ezekiel 36:26-27.




* This took place initially at Pentecost, Acts 2:1-4.




* It is true for all who trust in Jesus as Savior and Lord, John 7:38-39; Ephesians 1:13-14; 1 Corinthians 6:19.

Connecting Point: When we trust in Jesus God comes to live with us and in us in the person of the Holy Spirit.

THE BIG IDEA: God’s desire and intention is and has always been to dwell with His redeemed people. 

Point of Impact
1. If you are not trusting in Jesus as Savior and Lord God invites you to do so.  He wants to live with you and in you to make you His own and to be your true God.


* Won’t you accept His invitation?

2. If you have trusted in Jesus the Spirit of God Himself lives in you, to be your Guide, your Provider, your Enabler.


* Just as God’s glory was visible in the midst of Israel as they obeyed Him, so God is most visible in our lives when we are walking in obedience to Him.


* Because we have the Holy Spirit living in us, we can live in obedience to God – His Spirit is our Enabler.
